Students must be nominated by their home university. 

 Our standard entry requirement is B2 level in German language, with the following 
exceptions: 

• Master Mining Engineering

• Master Computer Science
• Intelligent Manufacturing
• Master Chemistry
• Master Petroleum Engineering

These programs are entirely taught in English. 

Furthermore, numerous classes are given in English or can be requested to be given in 
English in particular in Materials Science and Engineering as well as in Business and
Engineering. 

Students wishing to enroll only in courses taught in English will not need to provide any 
German language certificate. 

Academic calendar 
The Academic Year at Clausthal University of Technology is divided into two semesters: 

- First semester (winter semester): October to March
- Second semester (summer semester): April to September.

Academic load 
Students are expected to take the normal academic load of 30 credits per semester. 
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Examinations and assessments 
When selecting courses, students must pay attention to the method of assessment. Most of 
the courses are assessed continuously throughout the semester in which the course is 
offered. Students must be aware that attendance to the lectures and laboratories is relevant 
part of the assessment, and is thus an important factor to think about when choosing 
modules. 

Looking for courses 
Students may have to submit their application based on the previous year´s catalogue and it 
may not be possible to guarantee that all modules shown for the previous year will be 
running in their current year of study.

Restrictions Exchange students should mainly choose their courses within the field of study stated in 
the bilateral exchange agreement signed between home university and TUC. 

Whether or not they are allowed to take courses within other fields depends on their 
academic background, special language requirements and course availability. For more 
details please contact the IZC. 

Tuition and other fees Erasmus+ students won’t have to pay tuition fees, but will be subject to an administrative 
fee. The administrative fee for each semester currently amounts to 155,- €. In order to get 
your student card directly after your arrival in Clausthal-Zellerfeld and in order to complete 
the enrolment process, we recommend to pay the administrative fee before your arrival to 
the university account:

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Application procedures 

Nomination 
Erasmus+ and Worldwide Exchange Students should be nominated by their respective 
home institutions. Each nomination must contain: 

• full name
• gender
• date of birth
• email address
• cycle of the mobility (Bachelor, Master, Doctorate)
• period of the stay

Application process When we receive the nomination we will send the student an email containing an invitation 
to apply to TUC. Applicants are expected to complete the Application Form as well as the 
Learning Agreement, including making provisional module choices and submitting along 
with their applications the following scans: 

• Copy of passport/ID

• One passport size picture

• German or English language proficiency certificate

• Health insurance card or private Insurance policy

For applicants who meet our basic criteria, we aim to send an acceptance letter ASAP after 

receiving the student´s correct and complete supporting documentation. Module choices 

are forwarded onto Faculties for consideration. 

If students are not accepted for all their choices, they will be given the opportunity to 

select new modules. 

Application deadlines It is important that students apply by the proposed deadline. 
Applications must be submitted by the following periods: 

• 15 May for students starting in winter semester

• 15 November for students starting in summer semester

Late applications will not be considered.
