There are no general language requirements for exchange students. Some departments
require proof of certain English or German language skills. We strongly recommend
German language skills of at least B1 level to be able to follow classes and to
communicate in everyday life! Please ask our exchange/departmental coordinators (see
above) for required German language skills in advance!

Expect approx. € 992 per month plus a (re)registration fee of around € 350,- for our
student ID card which includes the “semesterticket” (free public transport within
Germany) and a contribution to the students’ union in order to profit from cheaper prices
in student restaurants, halls of residence, etc. The (re)registration fee has to be paid at
the beginning of each semester (details are indicated in the letter of acceptance):
